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Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. TEMPORARY EXTENSION OF DAYLIGHT SAVING

For each State and area of a State that is not exempt
from section 3(a) of the Uniform Time Act of 1966 (15
U.S.C. 260a(a)), such section shall be carried out in cal-

endar years 2020 and 2021 as if the periods described
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in such section for such calendar years described just one
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period that commenced at 2 o’clock antemeridian on
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I March 8, 2020, and ends at 2 o’clock antemeridian on

2 November 7, 2021.
